Arrivals on Sunday 24th March and the programme will start on campus on Monday 25th March 2024 and will finish at Midday on Friday 29th March 2024.
Best airport to fly into is London Heathrow and then you can either catch the train or a coach to Winchester which is 60 miles southwest of London. If you plan to get the train you would need to travel into London on the underground and get to Waterloo to catch the train out from there.

Please use the phone provided and security
will come and meet you as soon as possible. There is
no time limit for checking in, however we do ask to
be notified if guests are arriving very late at night or
